Today, the CODE – Digital Experience Centre in Veszprém hosted the festive premiere of its latest production, Hidden Sounds, an extraordinary immersive story created in collaboration between Derengő Animation and CODE. The event was attended by leading figures of Veszprém’s and the region’s cultural scene, including Member of Parliament Péter Ovádi and music educator Eszter Demel, conductor of the Gárdonyi Zoltán Youth Chamber Orchestra, who officially opened the exhibition.
Hidden Sounds is a 25-minute audiovisual experience that fuses music, mythology and visual storytelling, designed especially for CODE’s 360° Hexagon Hall. The story follows Zamira, a brave young girl who journeys through different worlds to collect the lost sounds and defeat the all-consuming Great Noise. Its message is both timely and universal: how can we rediscover true value amid today’s flood of information – and how can music and song become sources of harmony?
“Music has always united people – across generations, cultures and communities. Hidden Sounds makes this connecting force visible and tangible within CODE’s remarkable space,” said Bálint Benkovits, one of the project’s creators.

During the experience, visitors travel across three continents, discovering their musical and cultural landscapes through distinctive instruments:
· Carpathians – flute: the tale of the mountain spirit and the legend of melodies calling forth the spring;
· Africa – djembe (traditional African percussion): the rhythm of animals and the symbol of togetherness;
· Japan – koto (traditional Japanese plucked string instrument): the story of a samurai and a geisha, a music that transcends boundaries and curses.
Hidden Sounds is a unique creation where image and sound remain in constant dialogue: in the narrative scenes illustration takes the lead, while in the journeys the visuals accompany the music. The story culminates in the power and richness of the symphonic orchestra. Folk motifs, ornamental details and legends appear as part of a contemporary visual experience, inviting the audience on both a cultural and emotional journey.

During the experience, visitors are invited on a journey across three continents, discovering their musical and cultural worlds through a variety of instruments:

Africa – djembe (traditional African percussion): the rhythm of animals and the symbol of unity;
Japan – koto (traditional Japanese plucked string instrument): the story of a samurai and a geisha, with music that transcends boundaries and breaks curses.
Hidden Sounds is a distinctive creation in which image and sound exist in constant dialogue. In the narrative passages, illustration takes centre stage, while during the journeys, the visuals accompany the music. The story ultimately unfolds into the full power and richness of the symphonic orchestra.
Folk motifs, ornamental elements and legends are reimagined as part of a contemporary visual experience, offering audiences both a cultural and emotional voyage.
“Music and image reinforce one another as they guide the viewer through Zamira’s inner journey, where every sound and symbol reveals another layer of the human soul. The work does more than tell a story – it also illuminates the healing and community-building power of music, showing how harmony can emerge from chaos,” summarised László Nyikos, representative of Derengő Animation, the creative concept behind the piece.
The project’s musical concept was developed by composer Csilla Domonkos, while Annamária Megyeri, visual designer and illustrator, envisioned its striking visual world. The script was written by György Somogyi.

CODE – A New Space for Digital Storytelling
CODE – Centre of Digital Experiences – was established as a legacy project of Veszprém–Balaton 2023 European Capital of Culture and has since become a home for immersive and audiovisual experiences. With Hidden Sounds, the institution opens its third large-scale exhibition, once again redefining the boundaries of storytelling and musical expression.
“Veszprém proudly bears the title of UNESCO City of Music, and we felt it important that this commitment to music also be reflected within CODE. This project is a worthy addition to our mission of offering unforgettable shared experiences across generations,” said Adorján Tóth, CODE’s Chief Operating Officer.
